Best Practice- I

· Practice: The five groups of students namely A, B, C, D, and E having four-five students was formed. These groups have provided various types of groundnuts. Group ‘A’ has selected ‘Hosten’ ground nuts; B, has taken ‘Madrasi’ ground nuts; C, has selected ‘Phule Pragati’; D, has chosen ‘Dhanlaxmi’ ground nuts and E has selected traditional ground nuts which are known as ‘Desi’. A quantity of one kgms each is supplied to concerning group.
‘Frequency Distribution Technique’ is adopted to perform the best practice. The Mean, Standard Deviation (SD) and Coefficient of variation (CV) are calculated for each type of groundnuts. The sample frequency distribution table, used formulae and obtained results are shown below.

                 -To examine various problems of the Assembly constituency.
· The Context: The Dept. of political science has taken pre election survey of Bhadole Zilha parishad and Panchayat samiti 2017. It focuses on the awareness of election alertness among the people especially among the people of Bhodole Assembly constituency. Even the study has depicted the consciousness about Indian constitution and its rights provided to the people. The study has enlightened among the people regarding various types of elections e.g. Zilha Parishad, Panchayat Samiti, parliament and Legislative Assembly etc.
The survey pictures the expectation of people by the political leader and also how the influence of the cast and community over the election process. In order to maintain the sustainable development in individual assembly constituency, the political leader must in touch with every individual common man. Even they should provide all type of facilities in their assembly e.g. drinking water, drainage, electricity, health and hygiene etc.

· The Practice: The Pre Poll election survey of Bhadole Zilla Parishad and Panchayat Samiti 2017 were organized by Dept. of Political Science. There were 21 students have participated in the campaign of Pre Poll Election Survey. Seven villages have chosen for the present study and three students have collected the information by youth, adult, and senior citizens of each village.

· Inference: It is observed that most of the respondents have given their                     priority to the candidate of Janswaraj Party. The result of the election goes in favour of the Janswaraj Party. The party candidates won by big margin.


· Problems encountered and resources required: The selected three students have visited the chosen village and studied the current situation properly with the help of questionnaire technique they asked questions to youth, adults and senior citizens. While collecting data and organizing Pre-election survey, we have faced many financial problems. Even respondents were not ready to give accurate and proper information due to the political influence over them. After having many trouble and problems our students have successfully completed the campaign of pre-election survey of the chosen area.
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
